TECHNICAL CHECKS

MEMO

ADMINISTRATIVE CHECKS

- Saturday, October 4, and Sunday, October 5, 2025.

- Please arrive on time for your appointment (you will be asked to choose
your time slot by email at a later date).

- Bring the original documents with you.
- Don't forget your driver's licenses.

TECHNICAL CHECKS

- Technical checks will be completed 40 minutes after administrative
checks, without exception.

- Competitors must present their FFSA-issued VHC identity card or PTHN
card, or a vehicle pass for VHRS vehicles.

- You may weigh your vehicle freely during the checks.

- Random weight checks may be carried out during the event by the
technical commissioners until the final checks.

- The College will rule on any non-compliant cars.



VEHICLES
For VHCs :
- The roll cage must be approved and compliant.
- The gearbox must comply with the approval form.
- Seats and harnesses must be approved (less than 5 years old).

For VHC / VHRS / Legends:

- Race numbers must be affixed to the regulation locations before
technical checks.

- Fire extinguishers must be checked and up to date.

- The tires used must be marked E and DOT by the manufacturer.

- Reminder: the use of LED light bars will be tolerated. Light bars must
be removed for the parc fermé.

EQUIPMENT

For VHCs :

- Approved helmets (FIA or current standards).

- HANS/FHR system from period | onwards.

- Fireproof suits.

- Gloves, shoes, socks, balaclava, and regulation underwear.

For VHRS and Legends :
- Helmet suitable for motor sports (minimum CE standard).
- Long-sleeved cotton clothing is mandatory.

- Clothing and socks made of synthetic or acrylic materials, as well as
shoes made of synthetic or rubber materials, are prohibited.

PARK

We offer secure parking for your trucks, vehicles, and/or trailers throughout the entire
rally.

Reservations are required, and the flat rate for the entire duration of the rally is €70.00.

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DETAILS

RECONNAISSANCE

During all reconnaissance sessions, and more
broadly on all roads used during the event, each
crew is required to strictly comply with the
Highway Code.

We particularly emphasize compliance with speed
limits, especially in residential and urban areas or
near schools and sensitive public places. No
dangerous behavior, speeding, or traffic violations

will be tolerated.

In the event of a breach being detected — whether
by the authorities, local residents, or the
organization — the Race Director, in agreement
with the Organizing Committee, reserves the right
to exclude the competitor concerned and refuse
them entry, without refund or recourse.

This reminder is not a mere formality: it determines
the future of the Tour de Corse Historique and the
relationship of trust we have with the
municipalities we pass through, the inhabitants,
and the local authorities.

We therefore count on everyone's responsibility to
preserve the reputation of the event, the safety of

all, and the sustainability of our rally.




ASSISTANCES MEMO

In each stage town, assistance areas measuring approximately 60m, per car will be
provided for competitors. Thank you in advance for complying with this rule, as the areas
cannot be extended. For each vehicle entered, you will be given a maximum of one
“assistance” plate and two stickers during the administrative checks.

Additional “souvenir” assistance plates are available on request. Please inform the
organizers before September 1. Cost: €15.00 each.

ACCESS TO ASSISTANCE AREAS

The assistance areas are reserved exclusively for vehicles displaying a sticker corresponding
to the competitor's race number. The assistance plate alone will not grant access to the
assistance areas.

Stickers granting access to the assistance areas must be affixed to the windshield and be
immediately visible to the persons in charge of managing access.

One for the main assistance vehicle and one for the accompanying vehicle. The assistance
plate alone will not grant access to the assistance areas. Throughout the event, we ask

that you comply with the “DRIVE SLOWLY " instruction.
ATTENTION! Assistance will be prohibited on certain special stages:

e SS 3/SS 4 : no assistance between the two special stages

e For assistance at the end of SS 4, trucks MUST take the D81 and reach the start of SS 5
before 6:18 a.m.

e SS 16 : assistance prohibited after arrival on the D 330; assistance may be provided on
the D 506

e SS 19/SS 20 : no assistance between the two special stages

Assistance will be free on all other special stages. You will find detailed information in the
Roadbook.

Each competitor is responsible for the behavior of their assistance team and for disposing
of waste. Empty fuel cans must be collected.

Once the administrative and technical checks
have begun, the organizer will no longer be
involved: your sole point of contact will be
the race director.

A training session for crews participating for
the first time will be held on Monday,
October 6. The location and time will be

communicated at a later date.

If you have any questions during the race,
please contact the “competitor relations”
team, who will direct you to the race
organizers.

A sticker with emergency numbers must be
displayed prominently inside the car.

In the event of a breakdown or accident, the
breakdown truck will only intervene at the
request of the race director: always carry a

warning triangle to signal your presence.

The marshals will only intervene if the ES route
is blocked by a competitor's broken-down or
crashed car and there is no way for the
following cars to avoid the obstacle on the
route concerned.

As a reminder, you will therefore be blocked in
the SS for the entire period until the broom
wagon passes.

The automatic fire extinguisher must be
unpinned from the start of the parc fermé
until the arrival of the rally: at each start of a
special stage, technical marshals may check
that they are properly unpinned. In the event

of non-compliance, a penalty may be applied.

END OF EACH LEG

After spending a maximum of 15 minutes in
the waiting area or park, the crew will drive
the car to the park or assistance area for a

maximum of three hours (03:00).

e For the first 15 minutes of delay, the penalty
will be the same as for any connecting sector,
i.e., 10 seconds per minute of delay.

o After this period, a penalty of five minutes will

be applied for each additional hour or fraction
of an hour.
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ASSISTANCE AREAS
10 PREVENTIVE MEASURES

It is essential to adhere to the assembly and disassembly
schedules for your installations. As a reminder, it is MANDATORY

to drive slowly in these areas.

Several waste collection points with selective sorting will also be
set up in the assistance areas in Calvi, Bonifacio, and Bastia
Poretta. Please bring sturdy, high-capacity trash bags in your
support vehicle. By collecting and sorting your trash and
depositing it at the collection point, you will contribute to better

recycling and make the task easier for our volunteers.

Although permitted in Calvi and Bastia-Poretta, ground
anchoring or staking is prohibited in Bonifacio. Failure to comply
with this restriction will result in heavy penalties. If necessary,
bring the appropriate kit and equipment to weigh down any

quick-assembly structures.

We plan to light the park with turret spotlights. This overall
lighting may not be sufficient or intense enough to illuminate
your mechanical work areas under your structures. Please
provide lamps or neon lights, but only LED ones. Other types of

lighting will not be permitted.

Sanitary facilities will be installed in the Calvi and Bastia-Poretta
areas. In Bonifacio, it is recommended that public toilets be used.




ASSISTANCE AREAS
10 PREVENTIVE MEASURES

Don't plan on cleaning your cars with high pressure. Plan ahead
and equip yourself with dry cleaning products. With 380

competitors, this will save the island a huge amount of water.

Don't abandon your used tires. In agreement with all
manufacturers present at the TDCH, the recovery of your tires
that have been removed on site and that you wish to dispose of
permanently has been approved. The manufacturer ensures

recycling.

Ban all disposable plastic utensils from your cafeterias and
replace them with reusable metal or glass ones.

Please refrain from smoking in these areas. Beyond the danger
posed by the presence of fuels and lubricants, we must not allow
cigarette butts to pollute groundwater and the sea. Given the
current drought conditions, an uncontrolled cigarette butt can

cause disasters that will be difficult to control.

In the park, regardless of how urgent the situation may be, let's
drive slowly. Let's avoid noise pollution and fuel waste as much
as possible. The special stages are beautiful enough for our
drivers to express themselves.
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As a reminder, we would like to draw your attention to an important
logistical point: Corsica does not have a conventional SP98 fuel
distribution network covering the whole of its territory.

To meet this specific need, our partner VITO CORSE is setting up a
dedicated refueling service in each of the rally's stage towns.

To guarantee your supply, we invite you to order the desired quantity of
SP98 VITO now, before the deadline of September 12, by contacting:

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The quantity available is limited. Orders will be processed in the order in
which they are received.

Payment for all fuel reservations will be made directly on site, during
administrative checks, at the VITO stand. A dedicated member of staff
will be on hand to validate your order and answer any questions you may
have.

e Payments will be collected on Saturday afternoon and Sunday morning
at the park.

No fuel deliveries will be made without prior payment. In the event of
cancellation or non-consumption of the fuel reserved, a refund for the
unused product may be requested. The request must be made by email
to:

commandetdch@vito-corse.com, no later than October 31.

e FUEL TRANSPORT: important reminder

We would like to remind you that the transport of fuel in barrels or jerry
cans in vehicles on board ferries is strictly prohibited by shipping
companies, with the exception of the Marseille/L'lle-Rousse crossing, for
which Corsica Linéa provides a suitable vessel.

Enhanced checks will be carried out at boarding. Any offender will be
subject to immediate confiscation of fuel and potentially a boarding ban.

GPS DESCRIPTIION

During scrutineering, your vehicle shall be equipped with a TRIPY GPS, which
permanently checks your itinerary, checks your speed and accurately records
the time at checkpoints.

This system is composed of:

1. a TRIPY-R GPS device (width: 12 cm; height: 8 cm; depth including
scratch: approx. 3 cm)
a power cable to connect Tripy-R device to the power cable of your
vehicle (cable length : approx 2m)
Four pieces of scratch to stick the Tripy-R to the windshield

During technical inspection, the Tripy-R GPS device will be installed & checked
by a technician.

VEHICLE ARRANGEMENT

Installing electrical power supply cable through your care:

Fit your vehicle with an electrical cable in order to supply the Tripy-R GPS
system. This electrical cable (8V or 12V) must be connected directly from the
vehicle vehicle's battery in order to provide a continuous power supply (24/7).
The cable must complies to the following technical specifications:

+  The power supply connection you must provide will be made with a
cable consisting out of two conductors with an approx 1 mm2 section.
+  The positive + (indicated by a red conductor) must be protected by a 1
Ampere fuse installed as near as possible from the battery. We advice
you to use quality automotive fuse (avoid tubular glass fuses that are
unreliable)
»  Your power cable must arrive in the cockpit, near the windscreen, co-
pilot side, where the Tripy-R GPS will be installed using scratch.
+  Inthe cabin, the end of your power cable must be terminated with a male
2way « T » cable connector housing fitted with two 6,3 mm female
blades technical iption here below)
= Wirth connector composed of two parts : a white male « T »
connector housing and two female 6,3mm blades connector of
63mm

= White T connector housing : Wirth ref 0555 100 23

This power supply must be PERMANENT, 24 hiday, for the duration of the
whole rally, including when the vehicle resides in the Parc Fermé at the end of
the stages. Tripy-R GPS consumption is very low and is not likely to discharge
the vehicle battery.

Locating the Tripy-R GPS inside the vehicle :

*  Wnen installing the Tripy-R GPS, the technician will place the device in
the upper area of the windshield (allowed area shown in green in the
picture below). Inside this allowed area, you can choose the location that
suits you best. No other location is allowed (stowage compartment, side
windows etc ...).

The rear side of the Tripy-R GPS must be positioned on the windscreen
(the front side with the LCD screen toward of the driver /co-driver).

*  Noother electronic equipment can be within 50cm of the Tripy-R GPS.

+ The Tripy-R power cable (length =2m) will be connecled to the
permanent power cable you have prepared (as explained above) and to
the other end on the Tripy-R GPS (right side as shown on the photo on
the first page). You must therefore foresee something to hook the cable
on the windshield post so that it does not risk hanging and disrupting you
during the rally.

Once the GPS system has been installed and tested:

Once the Tripy-R GPS system has been completely installed and tested by the
technician, it may not be disconnected, may not be relocated in the véehicle and
may not be taken away from the car until after the arrival of the final leg. The
organizer must be able to communicate by radio with the Tripy-R equipment
during day and night. Whenever a vehicle does not respond because the Tripy
system was disconnected or removed from the car, or incorrectly powered, the
ccompetitor will be penalized.

DEPOSIT / RESTITUTION

During administrative checks, we will ask you to fill in a deposit form to
guarantee restitution of the Tripy GPS system at the end of the Rally.

The amount of the deposit is 500 €.

The Tripy-R GPS system and his power cable must be returned to Tripy or to the
competitor’s relation officers at the end of the Rally. Upon withdrawals during the
